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Testing Process and Structured Evaluation

The Delhi Heritage Olympiad, designed to foster an appreciation of Delhi's rich cultural legacy
among students, will be’organized across three distinct levels: Beginners (Class 1 to 6), Intermediate
(Class 7 to 8), and Advanced (Class 9 to 12). The testing process for this Olympiad is further structured into
three successive stages to ensure a comprehensive evaluation of participants for each'level.

In the first stage, the examination will be conducted in nearly 100 schools spread across various
districts of Delhi. This extensive reach ensures that students from diverse backgrounds and regions have
the opportunity to participate and showcase their knowledge. Each school will select winners from the
three designated levels, based on their performance in this initial examination. These winners will then
proceed tothe second stage. :

The second stage of the Olympiad involves a more competitive examination at the district level.
Winners from each school in a particular district will gather to compete in this round. This stage aims to
identify the top students from each district, prnmnﬁng a higher level of competition and encouraging
studentsto deepentheir understanding of Delhi's heritage.

The final stage of the testing process is both prestigious and challenging. The winners from the
district-level examinations will be invited to a grand reception in the capital of the state. Here, they will
undergo the final round of testing, which will determine the state toppers for each of the three levels of
the Olympiad. This ultimate examination is designed to rigorously assess the student's knowledge and
passion for Delhi's heritage, culminating in the selection of the most knowledgeable students in the
state.

Throughout these stages, the Delhi Heritage Olympiad aims to test students' knowledge and
inspire them to explore and appreciate the historical and cultural richness of their state. The structured
progression from school to district to state level ensures that the competition is fair and inclusive, while
also providing a platform for students to achieve recognition and reward for their intellectual efforts.
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Scheme of Examination

‘The Delhi Heritage Dlvmplad is structured to r:I.'JmplnEhens.n.llel'n,ur evaluate students' knowledge and
appreciation of Delhi's rich cultural heritage through a multi-stage examination process.

i:a‘n':

Stage 1 (School Level): This initial phase will take place at participating schools and is designed to
assessabroad mngenfknqwledge among students from Classes 1 to 12. The examination will last for one
hour and consist of objective, multiple-choice questions or as per requirement. These guestions will
cover topics that test general awareness, exposure to heritage sites, and both conceptual and theoretical
understanding of Delhi's heritage. This format ensures a standardized assessment method, allowing for
efficient evaluation of a large number of participants and setting a foundation for the more advanced
stages of the Olympiad. :

Stage 2 (District Level): The district-level competition diverges in its approach based on the
student's grade levels. For beginners (Classes 1to 6), a drawing cum painting competition or essay writing
or as per requirement contest will be organized. This creative and expressive format is intended to gauge
the students' comprehensive abilities, encouraging them to convey their uhders;tanding and
appreciation of heritage in artistic and written forms. For intermediate (Classes 7 to 8) and advanced
(Classes 9to 12) level students, the examinatien will consist'nfsubjective questions, including both short
and long answers. This one-hour test will delve deeper into the students’ conceptual understanding and
logical reasoning, while also assessing their ability to articulate heritage awareness. The subjective
format encourages critical thinking and detailed expression, providing a platform for students to
demonstrate their in-depth knowledge and analytical skills.

Stage 3 (State Level): The final stage is a prestigious culmination of the Olympiad, bringing

together the district toppers from all three levels (Beginners, Intermediate, and Advanced) in the capital
of the state. Here, the selected students will participate in an objective, oral speech or debate contest or
as per requirement. This final stage is crafted to assess the students' verbal articulation, depth of
knowledge, and persuasive skills regarding Delhi's heritage. The oral presentations and debates will
challenge students to engage with heritage topics dynamically, demonstrating both their factual
knowledge and also their passion and advocacy for cultural preservation. This stage aims to identify and
celebrate the state toppers, those who can compellingly communicate their understénding and
appreciation of Delhi's heritage.
